You’ve just made a great decision!   Obedience Training is the best investment you could ever make in your dog and you will be reaping the rewards for the rest of your dog’s life!  Training can help your dog become a well-mannered and obedient companion who is pleasant for both you and others to be around.  It’s never too late or too early to start training your dog but the ideal situation is to start training your dog as a puppy.  It’s much easier to train your dog to your rules before he/she develops his/her own!

On The Spot Dog Training LLC is proud to offer a very modern and gentle method of training.  Your dog will learn quickly and happily without force.  Puppy Jumpstart will help you learn how to deal with typical puppy issues such as jumping up, chewing, nipping and housetraining.   In the Foundations Level 1 Class we will be training good etiquette by teaching our dogs to sit, stay, down, come, leave it, settle, loose leash walking and more!    

If you are participating in Puppy Jumpstart, be sure to bring your dog with you to the class.  Puppies need only be current for their age on vaccines to participate in class.  You want to bring your pup on a collar and with a 4 to 6 foot nylon or leather leash (NO Flexi or Retractable Leashes Please!), your dog’s favorite toy, a chair if you’d like (one chair per dog provided at Ozark location), and treats.  Bring a soft treat that can be torn into small pieces.  Dry treats such as biscuits don’t keep the dogs attention very well in the new, distracting environment nor are they easy to break into little pieces.  

If you are participating in Foundations Level 1, do NOT bring your dog to the first class.    The first class, Orientation, will be an introduction of what to anticipate in the class, what to prepare for as well as sharing hopes and expectations for the dogs.  You will also find out at this time what types of reinforcers and equipment you will need.  You will also demonstrated two skills that you will start practicing with your dog.  Having a session without the dogs will give you a week of confidence building for both you and the dog before you come into the group encounter.  All family members are welcomed to come to all classes.  If you have more than one person coming, you may want to bring extra chairs.  One chair per dog provided.
Since the Ozark Group Class is Open Enrollment, you can jump in at anytime.  Also, if you miss a class, there are no worries as you can simple hop back in and pick up where you left off.  You have a maximum of 4 months to complete your 6 or 8 classes.

You have the option on the registration form to either purchase 6 or 8 classes.  The course has 6 different classes but you will find it highly beneficially to repeat a couple of classes to better attain the skill level that you desire for your dog.   For example, you may choose to repeat the loose leash walking class twice as well as the stay class.  
When returning your registration form, don’t forget to attach a copy of your dog’s vaccine record.  

The Ozark classes are held at the On The ‘Spot’ Dog Training’s home base positioned at 449 E. South Street.  

Off I-65, exit F Hwy (the Sparta Exit by the new Wal-Mart).  Go east for 1.6 miles.  Turn left into the South Town Shopping Center.  (You’ll see Sands Café and Ozark Dance Academy).  Go to the far north end of the shopping center (the shopping strip is L shaped).  You’ll find us at the base of the water tower, facing the laundry mat.
